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here are some f notes in the same and different octaves

the "visual pattern" here is always skiiping every other string.  When using strings 6&4, 5&3,  there is 1 "visual fret"
between the notes/fingers.  When using strings 4&2, 3&1 there are 2 "visual frets" between the same notes/fingers.

here are the same "visual patterns" all moved up 1 fret higher in each case making all G flat notes.
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here are the same "visual patterns" all moved up 1 fret higher again, making all G notes
